Four Three Village composers were selected to have their compositions performed at the NYSSMA State
Conference.
45 Ward Melville student musicians were selected to participate in the NYSCAME/SCMEA Ali-County ensembles
that performed in November of 2008.
72 District students were selected to perform in SCMEA Division |1 and il All-County ensembies.
52 District students were selected to perform in LISFA (Long Island String Festival Association) All-County
Orchestras.
Approximately 300 District elementary school students rehearsed and performed in All-District ensembles in the
District Elementary Music Festival.
