This is a web based, student
management program that permits parents and students with Internet access to view the students’ school calendar,
schedule, attendance, NYS assessment and Regent'’s scores, major units of study, major assignments, projects and tests
and important event dates.

Each parent or guardian is provided with their own private access to view your children in the Three Village School
District. Parents who need to get their initial GUID key number to create their parent portal account can receive one from
the Main Office. Photo identification is required to receive access. Parents of older siblings who have forgotten or lost
their username and password and have not entered an e-mail address into the Portal can arrange an appointment to go to
the North Country Learning Center, Office 32. Please e-mail parentportal@3villagecsd.org for an appointment.
