Photoshop to create high quality photographic images.

If 
you are absent on the day an assignment is due, it is your 
responsibility to provide it to the teacher when you return. 
If you miss class the day a major project is due, yet were 
still in school, it is your responsibility to find the teacher 
and turn your project in; if you don’t, it will be marked late. 
Students missing a project deadline will have a ‘missing’ 
entered as a grade until the project is turned in. If for 
some reason you feel that you cannot make a deadline, 
please speak to the teacher.
